For several years, we have discussed and agreed upon the value of Dual Membership in this critical
mentoring and advisory role. Further, in the past, the New Jersey Department has submitted several
resolutions requesting relief from the national per capita for all Dual Members. This request for relief
has been rejected for various reasons. | have no confidence that future petitions will be more
successful.
